To be the church we would like to be, we need to offer $6,713 this 
month. We have received $4,365 so far this month. Loaves & Fishes for 
this month is the fee for Rachel’s visa extension application. 
 
 Roof Update:  The Finance Committee along with the Building 
Committee have reviewed the two estimates for the addition and 
shingling of the sanctuary roof. 
     The bids for the project were more than we expected (between 
$105,000 and $110,000).  The reason for the higher bids is due to the 
need for additional material on the sanctuary roof.  When the church 
was built, a material called "tectem" was used. The contractors were 
told by the dealers of this material that it is not recommended to nail the 
shingles directly to the existing roof.  This means that 2 by 4's, foam and 
plywood would need to be attached to the roof and necessary prep 
materials before the shingles. 
     We have decided to get back with the two contractors to see if they 
could use a different material to save cost.  We have also contacted 
another contractor for a third bid and they have been told to bid the job 
with shingles and alternate materials. We are hoping to get the bids to 
$90,000. 
     This is a BIG project and we need to take our time and get it right.
